NEW DELHI (TIP): India started their
campaign in the Commonwealth Shooting
Championships with two golds, a silver and
bronze. The first gold came in the 10-metre
air rifle pairs men with Gagan Narang and
P.T. Raghunath shooting a total of 1193.
Narang aggregated 599 while Raghunath
shot 594. In the finals, Narang (55) and
Raghunath (47) shot a total of 102 to bag the
first medal of the tournament.

The silver went to the English pair of
James Huckle (593) and Ken Parr Jr. (592)
while Bangladesh duo Asif Hossain Khan
(594) and Shovon Chowdhury (588) bagged
the bronze.

The second gold came in the women’s 25-
metre pistol pairs event where the Indian duo
of Annisa Sayyed (582) and Annuraj Singh
(565) shot a total of 1147.

Australian pair of Linda Ryan (574) and
Elena Galiabovitch (564) bagged the silver
with the total of 1138 while the bronze went
to the English pair of Georgina Geikie (571)
and Julia Lydall (558) with a total of 1129.

In the men’s 50-metre free pistol pairs,
Indian pair of Bapu Vanjare (536) and Viraj
Singh (523) won the silver with a tally of

PC open to rehab
of Sikh youths

CHANDIGARH (TIP): Even
as the Centre indicated on
Friday that it was willing to
consider rehabilitation of
Sikhs, who had fled abroad
during militancy, a chorus is
growing in Punjab on the eve
of Union home minister P
Chidambram'’s visit, to review
the mysterious 'black list',
after making it public.

Jathedar Akal Takht Giani
Gurbachan Singh had asked
Chidambaram to extend the
same scheme to Sikh youths,
but the minister turned down
the suggestion on Wednesday.
However, following uproar in
Punjab on his reply, the Union
home minister indicated on
Friday that the demand "could
be considered".

The minister said "we will
look into that also". If
misguided Sikh youths want
to denounce the demand for
Khalistan and want to come
back, "we have to find a way
to rehabilitate them also”, he
said.

It has been proved through
the initiative of several Sikh
leaders like Bholath MLA
Sukhpal Khaira that many of
these Sikhs were not allowed
to come back, simply because
they had staged protests
outside India against
Operation Bluestar when the
Indian Army had launched an
attack to flush militants out of
the Darbar Sahib complex
which houses the Sikhs'

Abdullah favors surrender
policy for Punjab

MUKTSAR (TIP): Union Minister for New and
Renewable Energy Dr Farooq Abdullah today advo-
cated a surrender policy for militants of Punjab on
the lines of the one proposed for Kashmiri youths
gone astray.

Dr Abdullah said Punjab Chief Minister Parkash Singh
Badal should take up the issue with Union Home
Minister P Chidambaram. He termed the J&K policy
as a good initiative to bring back militants in the
mainstream.

It may be noted that though the Punjab government
welcomed the proposed surrender policy for youths

of J&K, both the CM and Deputy CM had alleged dis-
crimination by the Centre.

Punjab CM in a press statement on Thursday had
claimed that the Punjab government had repeatedly
written to the Centre to review the list of Sikh youths
who were settled abroad and were willing to return.

Meanwhile, speaking about the proposed policy,
Abdullah said, “It is not that we will open the border
for anyone to enter the state. All the nitty-gritty will
be thoroughly taken care of to make sure that only
the deserving youth benefit from the policy.”

India retains No.1 rank
in Test cricket

KOLKATA (TIP): Turbanator Harbhajan
Singh rescued India's No.1 Test ranking in
the nick of time - and broke South Africa's
hearts in Kolkata.

Final-wicket pair Hashim Amla and Morne
Morkel stonewalled for more than 20 overs.
But Harbhajan (5-59) trapped the Proteas' last
man leg before with 15 minutes left.

India wrapped up an innings and 57-run
victory to level the Test series 1-1 and stay
top of the charts in Test cricket.

India's Mahendra Singh Dhoni insisted:
"We would have been disappointed not to
win."

South Africa captain Graeme Smith
admitted: "It's hard to take, especially after
we were twice denied victory when we had
England nine wickets down in our last
series."”

History repeats itself

India's thrilling win over South Africa at the
Eden Gardens, Kolkata would have brought
back memories of the 2001 test match versus
Australia at the same venue. If the Mecca of
Indian cricket had seen the birth of a modern
champion team in 2001, nine years later it
saw the same team stamping it's authority and
taking home honours o being the best team in
Test match cricket. Team India did this over
the second best test team in the world
according to the ICC rankings.

In 2001 Sourav Ganguly and his men were
searching for an opportunity to stop the
rampaging Steve Waugh's Aussies who had
won 16 tests in a trot. Eight years later it was
a battle of ego and self respect for MS Dhoni
led side. Nobody had given India a chance
against the Aussies in that Test series and
going by South Africa's record in India in the
last decade they seemed set for a win. History
however repeated itself at this historic
ground and the home team emerged
champions on both the occassions.

Obama most likely
to visit India later
this year: Blake

WASHINGTON (TIP): President
Barack Obama is “most likely” to
visit India, which he considers an
“indispensable” partner of the US,
later this year, a top official of the
Administration has said.

India is on top of the agenda of
the Obama Administration, which is
reflected in the very fact that the
President invited Prime Minister
Manmohan  Singh  for  his
presidency’s first State Visit in
November last year, Assistant
Secretary of State for South and
Central Asia, Robert Blake, said.

“President Obama has further
underscored the importance of India
to the United States by promising to
make a reciprocal visit to India,
most likely later this year,” Mr.
Blake said addressing the Chicago
Council on Global Affairs
yesterday.

However, he did not announce
any dates for the visit.

Mr. Blake reminded the audience
that the US President considers
India an indispensable partner of the
US. “Few relationships around the
world matter more to our collective

future, or hold greater promise for
constructive  action on the
challenges that matter most to all of
us, than the partnership between the
United States and India.”

“That doesn’t mean that we will
always agree, because we won’t.
But together we can build on the
solid foundation that already exists,
an even stronger partnership that
serves not only the interests of our
two countries, but of the rest of the
international community,” he said.

“The United States and India
share common ideals and
complementary strengths reflected
in our very close people-to-people
contacts, our shared embrace of
democratic principles and our
willingness to work together on
issues that matter not only to us, but
to the global community,” Mr.
Blake said.

Noting that India, Pakistan and
the US all face the common threat
of terrorism, Mr. Blake said: “While
we would like to see India and
Pakistan reach a stable relationship,
they will do so on their terms at the
appropriate time.”

Obama sets
record straight:
I love Vegas’

LAS VEGAS (TIP): President
Barack Obama is setting the
record straight he loves Las
Vegas. And Las Vegas was
glad to hear it.

Mr. Obama had irked
Nevada officials by using Las
Vegas as an example of how
people should not spend
irresponsibly in tough times.
But during an overnight visit
to the city, Mr. Obama made it
clear he meant no harm.

“I love Vegas,” Mr. Obama
told an audience of 650
business and tourism leaders
yesterday at a resort and
casino on the Strip.

His comments drew a
raucous ovation from the
crowd. Kara Kelley, chief
executive officer of the Las
Vegas Chamber of
Commerce, called the remarks
“appropriate and welcomed.”

Mr. Obama said his mother-
in-law likes to visit Sin City
and he outlined programs he
hopes will boost tourism here.
When a visiting dentist told
him everyone comes to \Vegas,

exclaimed:
I’'m talking

the president
“That’s what
about.”

For all his effort to make

amends, the president
defended his comments from
earlier this month that people
who are saving for college
shouldn’t blow a bunch of
cash in Vegas.

“That doesn’t mean | don’t
love Vegas,” Mr. Obama said.

“l think everybody here
would agree that the only
place where people should
spend their college savings is
in college. There’s no
contradiction there.”

Remaining steps of n-deal may be
completed in few months: US

WASHINGTON (TIP): Describing the Indo-US civilian nuclear deal as a
game changer for bilateral ties, the Obama Administration has said the
remaining steps of the historic accord are expected to be completed in the

next few months.

“The civil nuclear deal turned probably our most significant irritant in
bilateral relations into an opportunity for cooperation. This has the potential
to lead to billions of dollars worth of opportunities for American companies,
and many thousands of jobs as a result of that,” Assistant Secretary of State
for South and Central Asia, Robert Blake, said.

“A few more steps are still required, and we expect them to be completed
in the next few months,” he said yesterday, addressing the Chicago Council
on Global Affairs, while terming the nuclear deal as an important milestone

in ties.

The area of nuclear non-proliferation and disarmament is a field where
there is a very different and more positive dynamic between the countries as
a result of the civil nuclear deal, he said.

“Prime Minister (Manmohan) Singh also shares the (US) President’s far-
reaching vision for a nuclear weapons-free world. Our broader challenge is
to strengthen the global non-proliferation system and | think this is an area
where the United States and India can work more closely as partners,” he
said. “The Nuclear Security Summit President Obama will host in
Washington in April, to which 43 nations have been invited and which we
expect Prime Minister Singh will attend, provides an excellent opportunity
to highlight this evolving partnership,” Mr. Blake said.

A critical component of the strategic cooperation framework, Blake said,

is counter-terrorism.

“You’ve seen our two countries cooperate more and more, particularly
since the horrific November 2008 terrorist attacks in Mumbai, which the

Indians refer to as “26/11°,” he said.

Mr. Blake said the September, 2009 visit of Union Home Minister, P
Chidambaram, was highly successful and gave the Indian leader the
opportunity to consult with senior officials in just about every US agency
involved in the all-important challenge of battling terrorism.

“When Prime Minister Singh visited Washington in November the two
leaders (Singh and Obama) stressed that our partnership in counter-
terrorism efforts is ‘indispensable for global peace and security” and agreed
on a Counter-terrorism Initiative to strengthen our work together in this vital

endeavour,” he said.

holiest shrine, the Golden Temple. The incident
had led to large-scale protests across the globe
wherever Sikh diaspora was settled. However,
soon afterwards, the authorities started denying
visas to many of these NRIs.

"When people like Khushwant Singh and Capt
Amarinder Singh also protested, how was this
being held against us," Joginder Singh Bal, mayor
of Slough, UK, who was denied visa for 20 years,
had questioned.

While many hardcore militants had also
managed to flee the country following police
onslaught, allegations levelled by families of
several youths and human rights groups that many
youngsters were slapped with false cases of
terrorism by some unscrupulous cops due to
personal feuds, which forced the former to flee the
country in those times. These youths have also not
been able to come back home since their names
figured in the dreaded list.

"We are not demanding general amnesty for
everyone. All we want is that the list should be
reviewed thoroughly so that innocents are not
persecuted,” says former CM Amarinder Singh,
who had also taken up the matter during his
tenure. Akal Takht jathedar, too, had echoed
similar thoughts saying those facing criminal
proceedings should be dealt according to law, but
the innocents should be allowed to come back.

Meanwhile, MLA Sukhpal Singh Khaira in his
letter to Chidambaram said, "There are many
Sikhs who have no criminal record in India,
neither any involvement in anti-India activities
abroad, but their names continue to be in the black
list. It is high time that a liberal review be
conducted into the draconian Black list pending
against Sikhs so that they can return to their
motherland."

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No extra time in jail for
teens who attacked
Indians: 0z court

MELBOURNE (TIP): Two teenage brothers, who
spent less than a year in youth detention for a
brutal racial attack on a group of Indians which left
one of the victims with permanent brain injuries,
will not spend any further time in custody, an
Australian court ruled on Wednesday.

Victorian county court judge Christine
Thornton said the 12-month detention order for
the brothers, now aged 17 and 18 respectively, by
the Children's Court last year over the 2008
incident, was lenient but should stand because of
the delay in bringing an appeal against the
sentence, AAP reported.

Director of Public Prosecution (DPP) had
appealed against the sentence given by the
children's court, with chief crown prosecutor
Gavin Silbert, SC, describing it as "manifestly
inadequate”.

However, judge Thornton confirmed the pair's
original sentence, saying though the punishment
was lenient, the brothers' rehabilitation would be
impeded if they were again detained.

"I consider the sentences imposed were lenient
for what can only be regarded as serious
offending,” Thornton said and re-sentenced the
duo, who were not identified, to the same 12-
month term, for which they got early parole.

The brothers had in December 2008 carried out
an unprovoked attack in an Indian convenience
store in Sunshine, where eight men were injured,
including one who spent 15 days in coma and was

left with permanent brain injuries.

Silbert told the court that the older youth
smashed 27-year old Sukhraj Singh with a piece of
wood, leaving him unconscious and bleeding with
multiple skull and face fractures.

The younger brother is believed to have started
the spat, asking the Indian men in the store if they
were 'Singh or Desi', which the prosecution said
was a racist remark.

Silbert said when the Indian men said they were
"Singh boys", he punched one of them without
warning. A group of four co-offenders, including
his older brother, entered the store and caused
mayhem, assaulting the victims and stealing a till
containing several hundred dollars.

The assault was captured on CCTV and when
the judge viewed it she said it was very serious
attack. The DPP had asked the county court to re-
sentence the older brother to two and a half years
and the younger to two years.

"There is a racial motive apparent in this,"
Silbert had told the court, adding "the culpability
is relatively high."

He had also called the offence as
“extraordinarily grave" and said "it was entirely
unprovoked.”

"It was committed in company. It involved
weapons,” Silbert had said.

The offenders had admitted to charges of
intentionally and recklessly causing serious injury
and theft.

Guyanese pleads guilty
to smuggling Indian to the US

WASHINGTON (TIP): A Guyanese national of
Indian origin today pleaded guilty before a court
for smuggling an Indian into the US.

If convicted, Annita Devi Gerald, 52, faces a
mandatory minimum prison sentence of three
years, and a maximum penalty of 10 years in
prison and a $250,000 fine. Her sentencing is
scheduled for May 17. "Today's guilty plea puts
another alien smuggling organiser out of
business,"” said Assistant Attorney General Lanny
A Breuer of the Criminal Division. "Travelling the
globe seeking people willing to pay for illegal entry
into the United States, this defendant sought
personal riches in exchange for disregarding the

immigration laws of our country,” he said.
According to plea documents, Gerald provided
assistance to undocumented aliens from India in
their efforts to illegally enter the US. Gerald
admitted she and her co-conspirators prepared
letters of invitation for several Indian nationals
from a trading and agricultural company
affiliated with Gerald. These letters falsely
proclaimed the Indian nationals were farming
experts whose expertise was needed for a project
in Belize. The letters were used to assist the
aliens in obtaining Belizean visas that enabled
them to board aircraft and transit through
numerous countries in route to the US.

0z study: Overseas
students fear for
safety in
Melbourne

MELBOURNE (TIP): A majority of overseas
students, including Indians, in Melbourne often
fear for their safety because of risky jobs, poor
transport options and lack of safe affordable
housing, with many of them also attaching racial or
religious element to the perceived threats, says a
new study.

Of the 515 international students surveyed by the
Victorian University, 403 reported perceived
threats to their safety and half of them felt the
threats were motivated by racial, religious or
cultural factors.

The study found that a complex range of factors
contributed to the safety threats, including lack of
access to safe affordable houses, high risk
employment and poor transport options. It also
found offenders were often identified as groups of
young alienated men.

"The Community Safety of International Students
in Melbourne', a scoping study conducted by the
Victorian University following the increasing
incidents of violence against international students,
was commissioned between June and November
last year and included an online survey of 1013
students, 515 of whom were international.

The study also included interviews with key
stakeholders, such as Victoria Police.

The study has come out with a number of
recommendations, including setting up an
information hotline, better access to safer transport
and better information for new international
students.

Hairdressing
college shuts down;
student’s fate
uncertain

MELBOURNE (TIP): A hairdressing
college in Australia has permanently shut
down leaving many overseas students
including Indians fate hanging in balance,
apparently due to amended migration skills
programme. The Sydney college that
charged $7000 each as fees and equipment
three weeks ago from the overseas students
finally announced its closure.

A 24-year old hairdressing student Neil
Ahuja of New Delhi was quoted as saying
that he had paid the college

$5000 for his first semester fees and USD
2000 for equipment. "We asked the principal
about the academy about the course after the
new rules were announced. She told us,
'‘Don't worry you guys are safe’,” Neil was
quoted as saying by 'Sydney Morning
Herald". "They had been pressuring us to pay
the USD 2000 for our hairdressing Kit,
which we could have got for a few hundred
dollars. Otherwise we couldn't do the course.
Now we have been left high and dry. | just
arrived in Australia and | don't know what to
do." Students and staff were locked out of
The Edge Academy, whose registration
renewal was under consideration by State
Government authorities. The closure of the
privately owned college in Sydney's west is
being seen as a result of the recent amended
immigration rules announced earlier this
month  that delinked certain trade
occupations including hairdressing and
cookery from permanent residency.

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US wants Indian firms to
create jobs in America

BANGALORE (TIP): As the debate on
outsourcing rages, the United States is of the view
that India can create jobs in America taking
advantage of its “fair tax policy”.

U.S. Ambassador to India Timothy J.
Roemer also sought to downplay concerns that
President Barack Obama was targeting
American companies having operations in
India ever since he called such businesses tax
evaders. “There are some companies that try to
take advantage of U.S. law, not in India; they
try to manipulate U.S. law for the most part and
create tax havens in other places in the world”,
Mr. Roemer told reporters late Wednesday
evening. The U.S. President is trying to target
them and “go after”, he said.

Also speaking in the context of outsourcing
to India, Mr. Roemer said the U.S. also believes
“very, very deeply” in regard to trade issue.
“You can create jobs in America, and have fair
tax policy and double your exports”, he said.

Mr. Obama had said earlier this week, “If
you are a business here, entirely located in the
US, and investing in the U.S., and hiring
workers in the U.S., you are paying a 35 per
cent rate”.

“However, if you are a multinational and you
are investing in India, and your workforce is in
India, and your plants and equipment are in
India, but your headquarters are here, you are
taking deductions on all the expenses in India,
but you are keeping your profits outside the
U.S.; and that just doesn’t seem entirely fair”,

he had argued.

Meanwhile, Roemer strongly backed U.S.
solar technology firms initiating and expanding
their exports to India. A trade mission of 15
U.S. solar companies is currently visiting
Bangalore. The mission is headed by Acting
Assistant Secretary for Manufacturing and
Service, Mary Saunders. “There are 15 cutting-
edge solar companies seeking local trading
partners and project opportunities”, Mr.
Roemer said.

After being dumped,
man Kkills
Indian-origin lover

LONDON (tip): An Indian-origin
accountant was Killed by her former
boyfriend who stabbed her 20 times after he
found out that he had been dumped, a court
was told here.

Camille Mathurasingh, 27 was knifed 20
times in the kitchen of her home in Bow,
after her former boyfriend flew in from
Trinidad to try to win her back, the jury
was told at the Old Bailey.

Paul Bristol, 24, admits manslaughter but
denies murder in April last year.

Mathurasingh was a chartered accountant
who had worked for Deloitte at their
Liverpool Street office here. She had
previously worked for Pricewaterhouse
Coopers in Trinidad.

She met Bristol in Trinidad and they
became close, and their relationship
continued when she came to Britain in
summer 2008, Simon Denison, the state
prosecutor told the court on Thursday.

"Emails up to the beginning of 2009
showed their affection to each other and
they spoke of a future together," said
Denison.

However, with doubts in her mind about
the future of their long distant relationship,

she apparently decided to end the
relationship with Bristol.

"She met a man here and started going
out with him. It would appear she tried to
bring about the end of the relationship with
Bristol gently and didn't tell him about her
new hoyfriend. He found out when he saw
pictures of them together on Facebook," he
told the court.

Failing to accept that he had been
dumped, Bristol decided to come to London
to try and win her back.

Mathurasingh told her family that Bristol
was harassing her and she did not want him
to come to Britain.

"The day after he landed he went to her
home. Only he can say what happened...
and what led him to kill," Denison said.

"He did so in frenzied attack with a
knife, stabbing her 20 times in the neck,
chest, back hip and leg, and she died on the
floor of the kitchen.

"He stabbed himself too then got in her
car and drove off dangerously along Mile
End Road," the court was told.

Bristol, who crashed, was taken to
hospital and spoke to police, who found the
body, the court heard.
